PAGE 46: Three panels

Panel One: View from roof of imposing concrete separation wall sloping down the hill,
marching off into the distance with guard towers, barbed wire, military road, Omar and
Umayyah in the foreground with kite. Sense of imprisonment in camp, ominous.

Inset panel: The Shuafat Refugee Camp is enclosed by a twenty-four-foot-high separation wall
(also called the security barrier, fence or apartheid wall) located within the Jerusalem
jurisdiction. To leave the camp, although most residents have Jerusalem ID’s, they must show
their I1Ds at one of two checkpoints where movement is often restricted.

Amal (narration caption): FROM THE ROOF WE CAN SEE THE WALL.
1. Omar (balloon): THE KITE’S GOING UP AND UP.

2. Umayyah (balloon): LET THE STRING OUT MORE, MORE! CATCH THE WIND!
MAKE IT SWOOP. YEAH!

3. Umayyah (balloon): TWANT TO BE FREE...LIKE THAT KITE.
4. Omar (balloon): TOUCHING THE CLOUDS!!! YEAH!
5. Umayyah (balloon): CANITRY? CAN I TRY?

Panel Two: From the roof, scene of small rolling hills beyond the wall, dark green Jewish
National Forests, leading to a Jewish settlement on a hill with well-kept, watered gardens and
neat rows of houses. Major contrast to camp.

Inset panel: For more than 100 years the Jewish National Fund has planted nonnative pine
forests, frequently over destroyed Palestinian villages or on lands initially bought and later taken
by force from Palestinians and made into national parks and green areas. The areas are often
developed into Jewish-only settlements or military bases and firing zones.

Inset panel: Pisgat Ze’ev is a Jewish settlement in East Jerusalem located just north of the
Shuafat Refugee Camp in the internationally recognized occupied territories. The settlement was
established after the 1967 War and the area was annexed to Israel.

Amal (narration caption): CHECK OUT THE GREEN SPACE, PINE
FORESTS, WATERED GARDENS, POINTY CYPRESS
TREES, AND THE NEAT RED TILED HOUSES
OF THE JEWISH SETTLEMENT OF PISGAT ZE’EV.

6. Amal (balloon): IT’S LIKE NIGHT AND DAY. HERE AND THERE.
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
